Why should we care!

The economic cost of white- collar crime is significant and is the
foremost indicator of its real impact. For example, white-collar crime is
estimated to cost the Australian Government upwards of $8.5 billion
per year, which accounts for around 40% of the total cost of crime
(Sanyal and Samanta 2011). However, in addition to its direct cost there
are indirect costs which arise from white-collar crime, including higher
taxes, increased premiums and increased general costs (Ivancevich et al.

2003).

White-collar crime also causes a variety of negative societal impacts.
The increase in public awareness has led to an overall decrease in
consumer and investor confidence (Ivancevich et al. 2003)
